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A Kultir- és mentalitastorténet regionalizmusa

A kultar- és miivel6déstorténet rendszerint nem ismeri a regionalizmus fogalmat, kizardlag
nemzeti makroléptékben tdjékozodik. Regiondlis vizsgalddasokat a foldrajztudomany, a
néprajztudomany ¢€s a nyelvészet folytat. A torténetirasban elsdsorban a gazdasagtorténet-iras
fordit ra figyelmet.

Az elit kultura vizsgalatakor, mint a szépirodalom esetében is, szintén csak elvétve meriil fel a
regionalizmus kérdése. A kulturalis régiok jelentdsége a Trianon nyoman létrejott kisebbségi
magyar zarvanyok létével valt nyilvanvalova, amit a transzilvanizmus fogalma és mozgalma is
tanusit; jollehet a kiilon szellemi erdélyiség elfogadtatdsara mar korabban is voltak torekvések,
a makronemzeti integracié €s a polgarosodas azonban ezeket elsoporte.

Valgjaban mindig 1étezett szubnaciondlis kulturalis és a mentalitast formald térbeli tagozodas.
Ezt bizonyitjak azok a konkrét tdrsadalom- ¢és mentalitastorténeti kutatdsok is kézzelfoghato
modon, amilyen egyebek kozt a magyar egyetemi tandrok prosopografiai vizsgalata. Ez azon a
premisszan alapul, hogy a tudoméanyos karrierek és a tuddsi vildgnézet hatterében jol
azonosithatd felekezeti-miivelddési alakzatok hatottak, melyeket a szarmazas tobb generaciot
atfogd feltarasaval lehet megragadni, egyuttal térbelileg lokalizalni. igy kijelolhetd egy
reformatus identitasrégio, amely komolyan befolyasolta a 19-20. szdzadi magyar tudaselit
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Regionalism of the Cultural and Mentality History

History of the culture and mentality regularly does not apply in her own practice the perspective
of the region and regionalism and has been concerned exclusively with researching the national
macrolevel. The regional studies are pursued mainly by geography, ethnography and linguistics.
In terms of the historical scholarship, the economic history-writing is alone to take into account
the subnational territorial developments. The problem of regionalism is also lacking in the study
of history of the elite culture, as it may be observed in the case of the belles-lettres. The
importance of the cultural regions became evident only in the aftermath of Trianon, with the
appearance of the Hungarian minority enclaves outside the state borders. This has been
evidenced by the notion of Transylvanism, an intellectual movement which aimed at creating a
distinctive intellectual climate within the macro-national domain; it, however, had actually
some anticipations which were then annihilated by the macro-national integration.

There actually has always existed a kind of cultural and mentality particularity at a subnational
level. This may best be justified by studying the socio-cultural origins of the nineteenth- and
twentieth-centuries scholarly elite on a microlevel, the university professors per se. The
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prosopography of them reveals among others that one can identify a definite Calvinist identity
region which did a large impact both on the intellectual profile of the would-be professors and
the recruitment mechanism of them in the 19th and 20th century alike.
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
