Libik Gyorgyot elfelejtette a magyar kozemlékezet, pedig sajat jogan is részese lehetne a
politikatorténetnek: a masodik vilaghabora idején Szent-Gyorgy Albert vejeként tagja volt a
nemzeti ellenallasnak €s komoly emberment6 tevékenységet folytatott; a koalicids években az
ujjaépités idején a budapesti hidak egyik koordinatora és persze ne feledkezziink meg arrol sem,
hogy Nagy Imre foldmiivelésiigyi miniszter munkatarsaként mint a szegedi autdjavitd miithely
vezetdje a benzinellatasban segédkezett a Dél-alfoldi foldosztasban.

1956-ban Nagy Imre koréhez tartozott, a parlamenti dolgozok képviseldje, a forradalom
leverése utan kalandos koriilmények kozott hagyta el az orszagot. Svédorszagban kezdett 1j
¢letet. A Kadar-korszakban emigransként probalta az allambiztonsag beszervezni — sikertelentiil.
Libik megélte a rendszervaltozast.

Amikor a rendszervaltozas kornyékén tobb életatinterjut adott, akkor gyakran ugy jellemezték
embermentd tevékenységét, hogy 6 volt a Magyar Pimpernel. Manapsag inkdbb a Magyar
Forrest Gumpként emlegetik amiatt, hogy 6 volt a kisember, aki ott volt a torténelemfordito
nagy pillanatokban.

Gyorgy Libik has been forgotten by the Hungarian public, even though he could be part of
political history in his own right: during World War 11, as the son-in-law of Albert Szent-Gyorgy,
he was a member of the national resistance and carried out serious life-saving activities; during
the coalition years of reconstruction, he was one of the coordinators of the Budapest bridges,
and of course we must not forget that as a colleague of Minister of Agriculture Imre Nagy and
head of the Szeged car repair workshop, he assisted in the distribution of gasoline during the
land distribution in the Southern Great Plain.

In 1956, he belonged to Imre Nagy's circle, representing parliamentary workers, and left the
country under adventurous circumstances after the revolution was crushed. He started a new
life in Sweden. During the Kadar era, the state security service tried to recruit him as an
emigrant, but without success. Libik lived through the change of regime.

When he gave several interviews about his life around the time of the regime change, his life-
saving activities were often described as those of the Hungarian Pimpernel. Nowadays, he is
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more often referred to as the Hungarian Forrest Gump because he was the little man who was
there at the great moments that changed history.
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
